During Term Four, Grades Four and Five  were learning about poverty 
in poor countries.  During Speech classes we looked at brochures 
from Tear which showed us what you could buy for Children in poor 
countries.  Some examples of the things that you could buy were 
goats, toilets, cows and school supplies so children can go to 
School.  Tear is like Operation Christmas Child; it supports poor 

people. 

Some students in 5G suggested that the classes hold a store at school 
to raise funds so we could help poor children in other Countries go to 
school.

Thank  you to Mrs Jordan for letting us hold the store, the parents and 
Penny, who made some of the items for us to sell and helped set up 
the store.  We could not have been able to do this without the support 

from Mrs Compton and also our customers.
